As an integral member of the perioperative team, the Room Based Attendant performs direct and indirect patient care 
functions under the direction of a regulated healthcare provider, including: 

 performing service functions in support of the perioperative and procedures area i.e. preparing the perioperative and 
procedures area for surgery;  

 stocking supplies;  

 performing direct patient assistance functions;  

 performing transport functions;  

 performing environmental support  within the perioperative and procedures area and adjacent work settings; 

 performing cross-functional duties;  

 performing other assigned tasks and duties consistent with the job classification, as assigned for the shift.
